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tara miller
Tara is a library regular, but is not a local – in fact, she spends her entire day in
the library researching.... well, no one really knows what she is researching! A
mysterious person, Tara keeps to herself, but was recently joined by Julian Lynch.
Tara is quiet and respects most library rules, although she is never seen without a
cup of coffee at her  side – a transgression the library staff  tend to overlook,
considering the generous donations she has made to the library since she started
her daily research.

paige zimmerman
A reporter for a local news and interests blog called City Beat, Paige is a woman
who  always  gets  her  story!  Her  articles  and  content  appeal  to  the  more
intellectual in the city, however her readership is not restricted to local readers;
