Stemming from a wealthy, well-respected
family, Ethel's free-spirited personality and lack of respect for convention
worries her parents, who fear for the shame her reckless flights of fancy could
bring to their good name. Loud, boisterous and selfish, Ethel seems to have no
regard for anyone else - unless they can benefit her in some way. Ethel wears
a flapper-style dress, beads and a fashionable head piece, hat or styles her
hair in a finger wave.

Patrick Sullivan
